This fact sheet just scratches the surface of the many reasons why we need to organize to 
make major change in our state and country. This is why I am part of the Poor People’s 
Campaign: A National Call for Moral Revival. We believe that it's wrong that there are over 140 
million people in this country living in poverty. We are people from across the country who are 
demanding that our politicians act to bring about the type of society where everybody is able to 
live a decent life. We believe we need structural change to fight against systemic racism, 
poverty, militarism and ecological devastation. We believe these are moral issues and we need 
to build a mass movement to make change.
